Turn left onto 
Montebello Road (0.4 mi). Turn right onto Mile Road (1.1 
mi). Turn left onto Viola Road (0.5 mi). Turn right onto 
Haverstraw Road (0.5 mi). Turn left into Kakiat Park in 
about 200 feet.
